CM announces policy to issue PUCCs for
vehicles entering Capital from other states

CHIEF MINISTER Rekha Gupta
said Wednesday that her gov-
ernment will introduce a new
policy for issuing Pollution
Under Control Certificate (PUCC)
to vehicles entering Delhi from
other states.

Her statement in the
Assembly came a day after she
tabled the Comptroller and
Auditor General (CAG) reporton
Vehicular Air Pollution in Delhi,
which pointed out flaws and ir-

regularities in the way these cer-
tificates were issued.

“The previous government
failed to establish an effective ve-
hicle monitoring system, partic-
ularly for the numerous vehicles
entering Delhi borders ona daily
basis. There were no mecha-
nisms to track their pollution
levels or adherence to environ-
mental standards. Our govern-
ment will implement a policy
mandating pollution certifica-
tion for all vehicles entering
Delhi,” she said.

“Additionally, irregularities in
vehicle registration, renewal,

and pollution certification
processes -- previously plagued
by corruption -- will be elimi-
nated. These procedures will be
subject to a third-party audit to
ensure transparency and au-
thenticity,” Gupta added.

All vehicles plying in Delhi
are required to have valid PUC
certificates. Challans are issued
if they either don’t have the cer-
tificate or if the certificate is old.

Gupta, meanwhile, an-
nounced an expansion of elec-
tric vehicle (EV) charging infra-
structure in Delhi. She said the
city will have 48,000 charging

points - 18,000 government-op-
erated and 30,000 semi-private
- by 2026. The city will also get
siX new air quality monitoring
centres. Delhi, with 39 stations, is
the most monitored city in the
country in terms of air quality.

Gupta further said thata new
eco-park will be set up to process
electronic waste and control pol-
lution caused by improper dis-
posal of e-waste. "These steps
are crucial in strengthening
Delhi's fight against pollution,
ensuring stricter enforcement
and better infrastructure,” she
added.

Ex-director
of firm under
liquidation
arrested in
cheating case

A FORMER director of a once
prominent meat exporting firm,
currently under liquidation, was
arrested last month for allegedly
swindling money taken as loan
in the name of the company and
selling homes on mortgaged
land, the Delhi Police said on
Wednesday.

The police identified the ac-
cused as Moshin Mohammad,
the former director of MK
Overseas Private Limited.

In 2021, Yes Bank had filed a
police complaint against MK
Overseas, accusing it of taking
loans worth Rs 95 crore in 2016.
Using the money,

Moshin allegedly con-
structed flats on company-
owned land that he had mort-
gaged to Yes Bank while taking
the loan.

"The company mortgaged
one of its properties located on
19C, Ansari Road, Daryaganj in
Delhi. Between March 2018 and
May 2019, at the behest of the
accused, flats were constructed
onthisland and sold to innocent
homebuyers without disclosing
that the same was not free from
encumbrances. A sum of Rs 13
crore was collected through such
fraudulent sales," said Additional
CP (EOW) Amrutha Gugloth.

Mohsin then allegedly
opened an account in a cooper-
ative bank, where he transferred
the money and subsequently
withdrew Rs 3.33 crore.

Since 2021, he hasbeen evad-
ing the police by changing SIM
cards and cellphones, said police.

“I had personally estimated

The document, which Atishi
later shared on her X account,
stated, “...Considering the map-
ping of expenditure with the re-
sources of Government of NCT of
Delhi and for better cash manage-
ment, the expenditure during the
month of April, 2025 is capped at
5% of the total budget allocation in
BE 2025-26 under the respective
budget heads.” Expenditures tobe
incurred onaccountof salaries, al-
lowances, and wages will be ex-
empted, the order added.

“Administrative Secretaries
(and)Head of Department... while
issuing the expenditure sanction

may make sure that during the
month of April, 2025; the expen-
diture should not exceed 5% of to-
tal allocated budget under the re-
spective heads for the financial
year 2025-26,” it stated.

Atishi said, “Five per cent of Rs
1 lakh crore is Rs 5,000 crore,
which, if spent per month, means
that the Budget amounts to Rs
60,000 crore...thismeans thatthe
government knows that it does
not have enough means for a
Budget over this amount.”

“lam not saying this, the AAP
is not saying this, the finance de-
partmentis saying so. The BJP gov-
ernment’s lie has been exposed by
itsowndepartment... when there
aren’tenough funds, how can they
be spent,” she added.

Several attempts to seek the
government's response to Atishi’s
allegations were unsuccessful.

Power cuts in Delhi are minor
and localised, say discoms

POWER DISTRIBUTION compa-
nies called reports of outages from
across Delhi “false and mislead-
ing” and “intended to fabricate a
false narrative”. They also, how-
ever, said the disturbances were
“minor and localised” and many
could be attributed to “mainte-
nance issues”. The statements
came even as residents reported
power cuts from across the city for
the fourth day running.

A statement from BSES said
the city's peak power demand has
remained stable, ranging between
4,070-4,360 MW since March 25.
“BSES discoms are ensuring a
seamless, reliable, and quality

power supply, successfully meet-
ing Delhi’s winter electricity de-
mand,” the statement read.

The Aam Aadmi Party (AAP)
and the ruling Bharatiya Janata
Party (BJP) have been locked in a
war of words over the issue, with
the matter being raised in the
Delhi Assembly on Tuesday.
Power Minister Ashish Sood said
inthe House that maintenance of
the power grid was behind some
outages.

In its statement on
Wednesday, BSES said, “Power
supply across our network is nor-
mal and continues to be reliable.
Minor, localised disruptions —an
inherent aspect of power distri-
bution — may occasionally occur,
but these are swiftly addressed. At
times, power outages also take

place onaccount of maintenance,
which is essential to the smooth
functioning of the network.”
Tata Power-DDL, meanwhile,
attributed the power cuts toade-
layed maintenance schedule.
The discom, which supplies
power to North Delhi, said it typ-
ically conducts maintenance and
network upgradation work be-
tween October and March. “But
this year, due to GRAPrestrictions
in November and December
2024, our scheduled mainte-
nance/network upgradation out-
age planwas amplified in March...
Each year, Tata Power-DDL en-
hances and expands its network
toeffectively address the continu-
ously rising demand driven by
population growth and the in-
creased electricity consumption

resulting from lifestyle changes,
such as the use of appliances like
air conditioners,” it said.

Giving details of “planned
cuts”, the discom said, “(in) Delhi
University, no power cuts were
seenin thelast one week; in Kirari,
there were seven planned shut-
downs of average 1 hour for sys-
tem improvement schemes...
Rohini Sector 22 saw one planned
shutdown of six hours... to aug-
ment the distribution trans-
former. Burari saw nine planned
shutdowns over a week, each av-
eraging three hours...” Residents,
however, continued to post com-
plaints on social media, alleging
they were not informed.

The discoms earlier said they
were anticipating a spike in peak
power demand this summer.

Delhi Police set to move court to declare ‘drug
kingpin’ Virendra Basoiya proclaimed offender

THE DELHI Police is set to begin
proceedings to have Dubai-based
Indian businessman and alleged
drugkingpin Virendra Basoiya, ac-
cused of running a cartel that
smuggled 1,289 kg of cocaine into
India last year, declared a pro-
claimed offender (PO) by a court,
an official from the Special Cell
said.

At least four more accused
named in the case will also have
PO declaration proceedings initi-
ated against them, with some of
themindirect touch with Basoiya,

the officer added.

NDPS Special Judge Sudhir
Kumar Sirohi of the Patiala House
Court had earlier issued a non-
bailable warrant against Basoiya
following a series of cocaine
seizures last year.

On October 1,2024, 562 kg of
cocaine was seized at Mahipalpur
in South Delhi. Delhi-based
henchman Tushar Goyal was ar-
rested along with three others.On
October 10,208 kg of cocaine was
recovered froma shop atRamesh
Nagar in West Delhi.

The third seizure was made on
October 13, when Special Celland
Gujarat Police recovered 518 kg of
cocaine--worthRs 5,000 crorein

the international market - during
araid at firm Aavkar Drugs in
Gujarat’s Ankleshwar. Five per-
sons were arrested, including
three of the company’s directors
— Ashwin Keshubhai Ramani,
Brijesh Kothia and Vijay Keshavlal
Bhesania.

The other two men arrested
were Mayur, an employee of a
fake company named Pharma
Solutions Services, and middle-
manAmit Masuria, whoallegedly
aided the meeting between rep-
resentatives of the two firms.

According to the Special Cell,
1,289 kg of cocaine and 40 kg of
hydroponic Thailand marijuana,
worthRs 13,000 crore, have been

recovered in this case so far. The
police said it was all part of a con-
signment that the cartel operated
by Basoiya allegedly smuggled in.

“The drugs came to India at
multiple locations from South
America via Dubai. They were to
arrive at Aavkar in multiple con-
signments by road to be refined
and processed. Then they were
transported as medicine packages
of Pharma Solutions Services
again via road to Delhi-NCR,” an
officer said.

“During the probe, it was
found that the drugs belonged to
Pharma Solutions Services and
came from Avkar Drugs,” the offi-
ceradded.
